I also will be teaching and
training soulwinners, laymen, and national pastors on the Great Commission
in other villages in northern Togo. In southern Togo, a ladies’ conference is
planned at Pastor Goungampo’s church where Donna will be teaching
pastors’ wives and ladies from nearby churches on the Great Commission.

This trip includes visiting the church plants in the neighboring country of
Ghana, additional teaching on the Great Commission, and encouraging the
national pastors in this area. Trips to Africa need to be finalized about three
months prior to departure. Pray for God to supply the necessary funds by
the end of February so this GCM trip can happen.
